The fitst commercial apphcatlen of spray recuperator heat
recovery eqmpment will make up the second last tour of the
season.

A spray recuperator is fundamentally a direct contact heat ex-
changer which recovers both the sensibie and latent heat from
the flue gases. The local Westin Hotel is the first commercial
establishment to commission this equipment in. Canada. The
recovered heat serves to preheat the domestic hot water to

" 549 {130°F) and improves the thermal efficiency-of the boiler
from: 80% to 94% . The initial investment for this retrofit was
$56,000. Installation was just completed September 10, 1985.

- The anticipated simple payback on investment is estimated at
1.4 years. The designer and installer of the system will be avail-
able to guide the tour and answer any questions,
